SoundCloud is used as the back-end infrastructure for the Sound of the Netherlands (Geluid van Nederland) interface (http://www.geluidvannederland.nl/) and mobile applications for iOS and Android. The Sound of the Netherlands is a project run by the Netherlands Institute for Sound and Vision, with partners Kennisland and the Auditieve Dienst. Sounds from this project will be used for the ‘Social Networks Pilot’ that will be developed as part of the Europeana Creative project. The other pilot partners are British Library, HistoryPin and Ontotext. Geo-location is important for this pilot. Ontotext will also provide geo-locations of sounds based on entity extraction. Terms for e.g. Subject could in future probably be enriched with a OpenSKOS URI. Sound and Vision makes use of the Common Thesaurus Audiovisual Archives (GTAA), which has been made available under an Open Database License (see also https://sites.google.com/a/beeldengeluid.nl/gtaa/).
We started the mapping by creating an Excel document including the mandatory, recommended and other EDM fields. From 2 example records from SoundCloud/Sound of the Netherlands we tried to map these fields against EDM. Also, see the Excel sheet attached for additional comments on e.g. choices. 
There was some discussion on the IsShownBy field. We currently do not include a url for the IsShownBy, but have dc:identifier for the song ID on SoundCloud. The SoundCloud Terms of Use suggests that the use of client ID's in public links is not acceptable. This means we can't issue public urls to the steams or downloads as they only work in combination with a client ID. One of the solutions would be for the display in both Europeana and Historypin, to use the embed widgets in our respective lightbox/media players. We foresee three possible Use Cases for which this would provide support:

1. HistoryPin reusing the sound, by

a. Embedding a player, using the song id

OR

b. Parsing a streaming/download url, using the sond id and their own client id

2. The Europeana portal embedding a player for the preview, using the song id

3. A Europeana API developer reusing the sounds, using the song id (if the documentation explains how this works for SoundCloud hosted material) 
In relation to the SoundCloud ID, we also discussed or might opt to use a certain format such as edm:isShownBy urn:soundcloud:83778919.

The British Library will also prepare a mapping from their sound files to EDM. UK Soundmap
 is their end-user portal. Their back-end infrastructure is AudioBoo
. HistoryPin will integrate/display the sounds from both British Library and Sound and Vision into their service, for which they will make use of the Europeana API.
