School education : networks and schools

The project will seek synergies between these approaches, for example, by stimulating the specific schools to publicise their projects in wider networks.

Tourism, festivals and the wider public

Judaica Europeana will seek to reach the wider public through the Virtual Exhibitions as well as by contributing to or having a presence at events with a large attendance. In particular the following events will be targeted:

· European Day of Jewish Culture. 
A day that takes place almost all over Europe – in 2009 year in 30 countries – to discover the cultural and historical heritage of Judaism. Thanks to open doors, guided walks, exhibitions, lectures and concerts, the wider public is invited to discover Jewish heritage and culture. The day involves 10.000 volunteers and institutional persons. Jewish associations, history groups, tourist boards, municipalities, museums, artists, students, all contribute to the programme. In 2006 the EDJC attracted 180,000 visitors.

Organized by non-Jews with a target population composed mainly by non-Jews that are interested in this substantial aspect of life in Poland through many centuries. There are films, performances, presentations, and exhibitions to see and stories told by the Jews about their culture.
