Structure

Each introductory paragraph ends with a “more about....” link to additional pages where the full narrative and more illustrations are published. Links to uploaded music files and to virtual exhibitions allow the readers to explore further Judaica Europeana collections.
At the bottom of each page there is a mechanism enabling readers to subscribe to future issues of the newsletter and a “Contact us” link for feedback. 

The logo of Europeana links to the Europeana portal and there is a logo and acknowledgement of the EC eContentplus programme support.  The support of the Rothschild Foundation (Europe) is also acknowledged.

Content
4.1
Introduction: Judaica Europeana Collections Uploaded
The first section of the newsletter highlights the continuing growth of the Judaica Europeana network and the work on digitization and metadata. In continuation of this section, a linked page features the collections that have been uploaded to Europeana in recent months. The following are mentioned: The Freimann Collection of the Frankfurt University Library; the recordings collection from the Paris Yiddish Centre Medem Library which includes popular songs from East-Central Europe, synagogue music and other genres. This archive of Jewish music is complemented by the collection of another associated partner, the Centre Francais des Musiques Juives, also in Paris. 

Links „listen to the music here‟ are provided which take the reader to the Europeana site. 

Other collections to be uploaded this summer are mentioned: the entire digitized collection of the Jewish Museum London, the Jewish Historical Museum in Amstderdam, books from the Alliance Israelite Universelle Library and a collection of postcards from the Hungarian Jewish Archives.
4.2    Judaica Europeana Partners and their Collections

This section presents the collections of two of the Partners on two separate pages: Ben Uri – The London Jewish Museum of Art and the Sephardi Museum in Toledo. Each page shows objects from these collections and puts them in historical context. The captions complement the information provided. These highlights provide an insight into the Partners‟ collections which will become accessible online through Europeana. They are designed to catch the readers‟ attention and encourage them to explore further by following the links..

Virtual Exhibitions
Two virtual Judaica Europeana exhibitions produced by project Partners and hosted by Europeana are featured in this section. 

The Yiddish Theatre in London 

This is an online exhibition from the Jewish Museum London. Based on their digitized collection, the exhibition gives the historical background on the Jewish immigrants from East-Central Europe in the 19th and 20th century, who brought this theatre tradition to the UK. The newsletter page presents some of the people, plays and artefacts of the Yiddish theatre and links back to the full exhibition. 

From Dada to Surrealism: Jewish Avant-Garde Artists from Romania 1909-1939 

This virtual exhibition presents some of the art and photographs on show at the Jewish Historical Museum, Amsterdam from June to October 2011. The narrative of the exhibition begins in 1916 in Zurich where Dada was born. This art movement, was a revolt against the horrors of the First World War and like surrealism later it . The exhibition confirms the importance of Bucharest in European avant-garde art and sheds light on the relationship between Jewish identity and radical modernity. The newsletter provides an introduction and a link to the exhibition.

Partners’ meetings and events
